Dear student / parents: 

    Science department wishes that all of you have enjoyed your summer vacation and are now prepared to start a new prosperous year full of energy and enthusiasm.

The grading system within the Science Department will be:

· Oral- Class Participation: Do you raise your hand to ask and answer questions? Do you pay attention in class? Do you talk only when you are supposed to? These are all questions you will be assessed on when given your participation grade.  
· Quizzes: Each month, there will be a minimum of 3 quizzes to take the best 2. Quizzes may have one or two days notice.  All tests and quizzes should be signed. Grades of the quizzes are added on the oral marks. 
· We teach through applications done in class, so students will have co-curricular assignments counted as their class participation. The following are the rubrics upon which students’ assignment will be graded:

· On time

· Clear and right information.

· Presentation 

· Neat and tidy.

· Homework: Vocabulary and weekly revision sheets are assigned each week to be handled the first science lesson the following week. Homework grades will be added on the participation marks. N.B. sheets will be posted on the school’s website regularly on weekly bases. H.W. Rubrics:

· On time

· Complete

· Correct information

· Done without parents’ assistance

· Neat, tidy and clear handwriting

· NO LATE HOMEWORK WILL BE ACCEPTED EXCEPT IF THE STUDENT WAS ABSENT WITH A NOTICE FROM THE  GSS. 

· Monthly Tests There will be a monthly exam covering the parts scheduled to assess students’ understanding and application of what they have learned. 4th, 5th and 6th  primary exams will include practical exam.
· Science club:
Students are invited to join the science club during the break time once weekly. Interested students should submit their names to their science teachers if they are willing to attend on regular basis maximum by the second week. We are going to start our science club activities by the 3rd week after school entrance.
· Science Fair projects:
This year students are going to learn how to make projects. A schedule plan will be distributed among students in classes. Grades will be counted as students’ portfolio for following the planned schedule. Competition will be done in each class. Finally, for each stage 3 to 5 projects will be chosen to enter the final science fair which will be on the 11th  of April.

· Class interaction: You will be assessed on your attentiveness in class, your level of following classroom instructions, and your overall general behavior to your teacher and colleagues. The following is the rubric for the behavior: 

· Primary Science Webpage:

Revision sheets distributed by the weekends will be posted on the school’s webpage. After the collection due date by two days (on Wednesday or Thursday), model answers will be launched. If any student didn’t handle his homework on time, he will lose his homework mark. 

By the end of the week or when the following sheet is to be launched, the earlier sheet will be removed from the webpage. After this week, no late homework will be accepted and this will be reported to the GSS to follow up with your parents.  

Also, any event or new issues will be launched on our webpage. Please make sure to visit it on weekly bases.

Please don’t hesitate to ask for any queries or clarifications as all the science staff is there for your help.
